· A recognized bachelor’s degree
· Proof of English proficiency (IELTS or TOEFL) for English-taught programs
· Or German language proficiency (TestDaF or DSH) for German-taught programs
· A strong academic record
· A statement of purpose and sometimes GRE/GMAT (for specific courses)

Some Indian bachelor’s degrees may not directly qualify for master’s admission. In such cases, students may need to complete a preparatory course called Studienkolleg.
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Although tuition fees are low or free, students must plan for living expenses. On average, international students spend around €850–€1,200 per month, depending on the city.
Expenses include:

· Rent

· Transportation

· Study materials

Cities like Munich and Frankfurt are more expensive, while Leipzig or Dresden are relatively affordable.
